Karnak Temple 

The Temple of Karnak was constructed and expanded over more than two millennia, from around 1971 BC to 30 BC, as the principal place of worship for the Theban
triad—Amun, Mut, and Khonsu. Spanning 247 acres, the site includes massive pylons, temples, shrines, and the Hypostyle Hall with its 134 giant columns. Karnak
marks the northern end of the 2.7 km Avenue of Sphinxes that once connected it to Luxor Temple and was central to the celebrations of the Opet Festival.

Luxor Temple 

The Temple of Luxor was built around 1400 BC by Pharaoh Amenhotep III, with later additions by Ramses II. The temple was dedicated to the renewal of kingship and
served as a focal point for the Opet Festival. It is noted for its monumental statues, spacious courtyards, and detailed carvings, and forms the southern terminus of the
Avenue of Sphinxes linking it with Karnak.
